 I get up at half past seven. Mi alzo alle sette e mezzo.
• situazioni permanenti
 They live in Oxford, but they work in London.
 Abitano ad Oxford ma lavorano a Londra.

Il Present simple è spesso usato con gli avverbi e altre  
espressioni di frequenza:
  always sempre   usually di solito   often spesso   

sometimes qualche volta   rarely raramente   
never (non) mai   every day / month ogni giorno / mese

 twice a day / month due volte al giorno / al mese

Are they working? Yes, they are. / No, they aren’t.
